Low to Moderate Income Survey — A project needs to be proposed for the survey area. This would need
to be a Borough-wide project. There is a short time frame to complete the project. The five-year window
has been reduced by the amount of time since submission of the survey. The proposed project for the
Community Building was not acceptable. The Community Building supports a larger population than the
Borough. A broader survey would need to be completed to get funding for the project.

The Marcellus Shale Legacy Grant will close at the end of March. A request was received from the
Friendship Fire Company for improvements to the community building. After discussion, the council
members agreed that any requests for Borough support of grant applications have the requesting party
be present at the meeting.
